Imagine you've Just got a new school assignment:
you have to prepare a project or a presentation. You
will probably want to use some photos, music files,
artwork, videos, or fragments of Iiterary works from
the Internet. But what about copyright laws? Do you
have to ask the people who created these works for
permission? As It turns out, you can legally draw
fl:I:m online resources as long as you follow some
rules.

FAIR USE

Sometimes It's acceptable to copy a small amount of
someone’s work without asking the copyright owner for
permission, but It can only be used In certaln ways. An
example of falr use Is when students and teachers use
copyrighted materials In the dassroom for educational
purposes. For example, you can use images from the
web for a Geography presentation, Include a quote
from a novel In your essay or copy the krics of an
English song for a language class. However, you cannot
play somgs or mowvies at school & its Just for
entertainment. Also, remember that it 5 never fair to
use someone's creative work without permission In
order to make money.

But what If you want to upload your academic work
online for the whole world to see? In most cases, you
cannot distribute copyright materials outside of school.
so first of all, think about creating your own media for
the project: maybe you can take some photos or make
a video dip. In fact, this may be a great opportunity to
show your talent and skills. If that isn't possible, use
public domain or open licensed materials.

PUBLIC DOMAIN

If something Is public domaln, It belongs to all people
In general, 50 you can use It without breaking any laws.
As a rule, any work becomes public domain after
copyright has ended (in many couniries, It's sewenty
years after the oeators death). The works of
Shakespeare and Mozart fit into this category, for
Instance. Also, offidal documents, facts, ideas, film and
book titles are In the public domaln. You can easlly find
such materials online, for example on Wikimedia
Commons or varfous gowemment websites, such as
MASA or the Metropolitan Museum of Art.

CREATIVE COMMONS

Some authors and artists make their work ‘open’ — they
want others to reuse their work without having to ask
for permission. They use a licence which &5 3 set of rules
explaining how you may use the work created by
someone else. For example, It explains If Its OK to
adapt the work, share It with others or If you have to
mention the author. One example of a popular free
copyright licence Is offered by an organisation called
Creative Commons. ¥ou can use the search tool on their
website to look for pictures, music and videos that you
can legally use.

Finally, when you work on any school assignment,
remember to make a list of all the books, websttes,
Images or articles that you used. Indude a bibliography
In your work and give credit to the authors: say who took
the pictures or where your quotes come from. In this
way, you show respect to the people who areated them.

the team led by a young Dutch inventor, Boyan

Slat. They have recently launched an ambitious dean-
up project to collect plastic from this vast area.

As part of the project, a giant barmer, 600 m long,
made up of sections of tube will float on the surface
of the water, with a three-metre-deep screen, hanging
below it. It will move slowly with the wind and currents
in a U shape collecting plastics in its centre. Ships will
visit the system every six weeks to remove the waste.
The system & expected to remove 50% of the plastics
in the area within five years.

However, some oceanographers are sceptical that the
project can successfully remove such large amounts of
plastic. Critics also fear that marine life may suffer
during this process and that the money and energy
involved would be better spent in stopping litter from
entering the oceans in the first place. The efficiency of
the system will not be known for a few years.
